I am wniting 1n response to vour inquury regarding whether State agencies and school food
authonties (SFA<) can use Child Nutrition Program funds to pay for the cost of memberzhips in
business, techmical, and professional orgamizations such as the School Nutmtion Association. Such
costs are allowable in accordance with the governing Office of Management and Budget (OMB)
Cost Crrculars (1.e., OMB A-87, Cost Pninciples for State, Local and Indian Tribal Governments.
and A-122, Cost Pnnciples for Nonprofit Organizations) as long as the membership 15 mewred on
behalf of the governmental umt, as oppozed to an individual employee, and the memberzhip fee 1=
related to the program content. Basically this means that a State agency or SF A may only
purchase an organizanon- level ("unit") membership. That membership. however. could
encompass three different zovernmental levels (1 e, nanonal, state, or local)

There are, however, two exceptions to this basic rule. One exception exists in cases where the
business, techmical, or professional orgamization does not offer an orgamzation-level membership.
In such cases, the State agency or SF A may purchase one indrvidual membership for use by its
entire orgamization The other exception exists when mndividual memberships. as opposed to a umt
membership, are allowable under an employer's fnnge benefit package or the fnnge benefits
package allows for the payment of local, state and/or national dues for one orgamization In either
case, allowing such costs 15 only acceptable if all similarly classified (federally funded and
nonfederally funded) emplovees receive the same benefit in accordance with the State agency or
SF A's established personnel pohicies.

In all of the scenanos discussed above the membership must be necessary and reasonable, which
would require that the membership be related to program admimistranon.
